The other day I spent a good 30 minutes to understand the
basics of latest Office’07. And I must admit that I was amazed
with the styling but really what a mess! It took me a great
deal to find simple thing such as “Save as” which is to my
surprise was hidden in top left corner under the special
Office logo! What the $%"#&? Anyhow, Microsoft might have the
advantage of the general enterprise wide acceptance and
similar user market, but with innovation like Office’07 they
sure are making one hell of a life for the enterprise as well
as the common user. Everything is not about style. It is about
usability and applications own cleverness. By adding style
Office’07 has added overhead with requirement of higher disk
space, at least a gig of RAM and a faster processor, and
without all this good luck with your O0ffice’07 experience as
your machine will be on Office’07 mercy.
